DTEK Energy has posted its non-audited intermediate consolidated financial statement for the first six months of 2019.
"The power sector and electricity market are undergoing transformation that was initiated by Ukraine’s energy sector reform. The reform has accomplished its mission: a bilateral contract market and the market's exchange segments have been established. “We will continue to develop our industrial assets, increasing the productivity of mines and power plants in an effort to enhance the company's efficiency in a competitive electricity market environment. Production of highly volatile steam coal in the first half of the year totalled 11.3 mt, which mirrors the company's performance in the same months last year. We are already generating 89% of electricity from domestic coal, and that gives a major boost to Ukraine's energy security," said Dmitriy Sakharuk, DTEK Energy's CEO.
DTEK Energy's net profit for six months of 2019 amounted to UAH 3.3 bln, which is down by 38.2% year-over-year. This is due to the strengthening and stabilization of the national currency, which resulted in profit from foreign exchange differences falling by UAH 1.4 bln.
Cost of sales in absolute terms is up by UAH 10.0 bln year-over-year1. This is mainly due to purchases of electricity to be supplied to the domestic market at free market rates. 
During the reporting period, DTEK Energy invested UAH 3.1 bln in the development of power generating facilities, which is up by 19.2% year-over-year (UAH 2.6 bln)1. Equally, the company increased capital investments in coal production to UAH 2.3 bln. To increase the production of electricity from steam coal company started the conversion of DTEK Kryvorizka TPP Unit 1, which is scheduled to be completed by the end of the year.
The national and local budgets received a total of UAH 8.2 bln from DTEK Energy in taxes and duties, which is down by 5% year-over-year.
DTEK Energy's consolidated statement does not include the results of electricity distribution companies. The company unbundled its electricity generation, distribution and supply functions in line with the energy sector reform.
Profile
(1) Cost of sales and capital investments for six months of 2018 are not taking into account the electricity distribution business unbundled in line with the requirements of the energy sector reform.
DTEK develops Ukraine's energy sector. DTEK's companies employ 70 thousand people. 
DTEK Group companies produce coal and natural gas, generate electricity at fossil-fuelled power plants and renewable energy plants, distribute and supply electricity to consumers, and develop energy services and a charging station network for electric vehicles. Maxim Timchenko is the Chief Executive Officer of DTEK. The operational holdings manage production companies in each of the business streams.
DTEK Group's production performance in 2018: the Group produced 27.2 mln tonnes of coal, extracted 1,648 mcm of natural gas, generated (supplied) 34.8 bln kWh of electricity, including 677.0 mln kWh produced by renewable energy plants; and distributed 43.7 bln kWh of electricity via networks.
